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Document of Environmental Policy

This document is inspired by the administration’s conviction that the quality of the environment in which we live in and which surrounds us is strictly connected to the quality of life which we can enjoy and use. This environment is definitively an important component of our life.

This means for us commitment in respecting the legal provision in force and its fast further development. As far as it is possible, we want to supervise actively the environmental system in all aspects with the aim of a constant improvement. We have the intention to anticipate eventual problems and to resolve them, instead of finding solutions in retrospect.

Our point of reference is constructed by a very precious territory. Its particular feature is guaranteed by the legal provision in force and by a tourism system, which is the engine of development of our small town.

We would like to stimulate this development of our community, of course as far as reasonable. This development should not only be based on the satisfaction of current necessities but “… meet the present’s requirements, without having a negative influence on future generations” (Report Bundland, global commission for Environment and Development, 1987).

In order to make our intentions perspicuous and easily pursuable it is necessary to inform the whole administrational staff about the Environmental politics, the staff must internalize these politics. Also our suppliers and contractors are involved, and we sensitize all our inhabitants and tourists on the system’s aspects which regard them directly.

The instrument chosen by the local administration to implement the principles of environmental policy and Environmental Management System (EMS) which meets the requirements of ISO14001, which allows a careful and systematic planning of environmental improvement targets and ensure the monitoring of activities at valence to the environment by municipal, carried out directly or with the assistance of qualified suppliers. The EMS has also facilitated better organization of available human resources and stimulate the development of new modes of communication and collaboration with the management bodies of services, suppliers and traders of the area, to ensure the transfer of the principles of sustainability in the ' daily operations and contribute to continuous improvement of performance.

In order to identify the conditions and topics which should be especially considered by the municipal administration, the institution’s staff, the inhabitants and tourists (depending on the area), we have defined actions with the following topics  (take this as an outline and not a complete recital): 

· Control and monitor constantly the activity of the SII’s managers (Integrated water system: water resources and management – cleaning of the run-off net);

· Control and monitor the refuse collection with special attention to the separation and sensitize the users to the aim,  

· Pay attention, anticipate and combat, if possible, environmental emergencies caused by natural phenomenon (breakdown of the water supply), by human activities or by intentional events (arsons); 

· Improve the service for the consumers also by using informatics systems;

· Concentrate to energetic aspects by trying to reduce consumptions and paying attention to initiates which aim to produce clean energy; 

· Adapt the tools for urbanity planning also for an environmental point of view;

· Common promotion of purchase procedures, which are directed towards ecological products and services which are sustainable under an environmental point of view (“green purchases”);

· Activate training and information programs for the staff of the Administration regarding the topics of Environmental politics;

· Support the development of all economical-social, agricultural, craftsman etc. activities; which use techniques compatible with the environment:

We are sure that a maximal distribution of the objectives for the environment’s improvement and of the respective tools are the best guarantee in order to reach the desired results.

:: Refuse 
The residual and assimilable waste’s management is confided by means of a tender to the company Manutencoop S.c.r.l. of Bologna. The area of responsibility comprises the emptying of the waste containers, the refuse’s transport to the rubbish tip of Scarpino (GE), as well as a periodic cleaning and disinfections of the containers. On the territory there are 183 containers with a holding capacity between 240 and 1,100 liters as well as numerous litter bins.  The collection of the residual waste is managed by the “Comunità Montana Val Petronio”, who assigned this service as well as the management of the delivery plant in the village Gallinara in the Municipality of Casarza Ligure to the company Manutencoop S.c.r.l. Currently in the territory of Moneglia are separated glass, paper and cardboard, plastic, organic waste, batteries and expired medicaments. Moreover, there are chambers for the collection of miscellaneous materials. The company Manutencoop S.c.r.l. has been chosen by the Municipality for the collection of special waste of some companies who work with packing in wood, plastic and glass, and which is transported to authorized institutions in order to be recycled. Furthermore, the Municipality of Moneglia has activated a monthly control system as far as the administration and collection of the RSU and for the RD is regarded. The system is monthly controlled by the staff of the municipality in zones with containers and collection points for residual waste with the aim to valuate the correct processing of the service and to stress eventual differences. The managers for the collection and utilization are asked for further additional information every year, in order to be able to verify the services’ conformance with the contract’s requirements. :: Water 
The waters’ integrated cycle is managed by “Ambito Territoriale Ottimale” of the Province of Genova. Since 2003 it comprises the Province and all Municipalities of the territory. In June 2004 the ATO of the Province of Genova entrusted one unique administrator (AMGA S.p.A.) pursuant to the decision n. 8 of 13th June 2003 and n. 16 of 22nd December 2003 by the conference of the province ATO. In the territory of the Municipality of Moneglia the aqueduct is managed by the company “Acqua Potabile S.r.l.” (protected organism) in concordance with a convention between the Municipality of Moneglia and SAP with a duration of 25 years; the canalization and the cleaning plant are managed by “Idrotigullio S.p.A.” (a protected organism).

Drinking water

The plant for water supply consists of: - a well with a respective lifting device which is situated in the municipality of Sestri Levante an the left shore side of the Petronio;- the water course from the origin to the use – the tunnels of the old railway are used; - the distribution net for the users (extension over 25 km), in the central zone as well as over the hills; - some smaller plants for the distribution in some suburbs. The managing company is responsible for the transaction and the maintenance of the draw-off, transport and distribution of drinking water according to the terms of the concession.

Cleaning of the swimming zones

In summer ARPAL controls every fourteen days the water quality of the swimming zones. In winter these controls are carried out monthly. BLU Flag since 1990

The Municipality of Moneglia concentrates its Environmental Policy on energetic aspects and campaigns for reduced consumption, and pays a lot of attention to initiatives which produce clean energy.
