About us, who we are and what we are doing …
Guided games
Games that are usually played in the presence of adults with divided attention. That games help the child to understand the concept of rules and relations in connection with the surrounding reality. 
The manipulation

The children touch, work and transform objects with their hands. The manipulation of substances, materials, objects or natural elements (soil and sand) will help the child to develop their manual skills, their consciousness of  concrete  reality and its possible transformations.
Graphic-picturesque activity
Manual activity which allows the children to express through drawing or painting all experience, either concerning themselves (physicality, feelings) or concerning their cognitive processes and their surrounding reality.
Dramatization

Important method to develop linguistic competences (either verbal or nonverbal). Furthermore, through dramatization, especially reserved and shy children can strengthen weak relationships.
Exploratory  activity

An activity for the children will be defined, respecting their curiosity towards still unknown things, areas and events. The children learn to achieve a certain given aim (research).
Motor activity

Movement of the body and it’s parts (walking, running, climbing, swimming).The activities develop the motor skills and favor either the coordination of movements, or the children’s control over them , the development of the balance and of motor patterns.
Musical activity 

Music helps to develop the sense of harmony and the sense of balance and if accompanied by  movements it facilitates the development of motor coordination.
Cognitive education

Didactic activity orientated towards the development of logical, conceptual skills. 
Language

Didactic and educational activity, which favors  the production and the consciousness of expressive and receptive verbal and nonverbal language.
Sensory  education

Activities that develop perceptive abilities: sight, taste, sense of touch, sense of smell and sense of hearing

Free games

The most important spontaneous and instinctive activity. The children learn how to behave in the surroundings and with the children of their age. They learn how to play symbolic games, to approach the adult world, giving themselves and the reality a sense and learning how  to change it.
Moment of the hygiene

This is the occasion for getting to know the proper body, to experience the physical and psychical autonomy concerning the use of the toilet, and even occasion for activities, that favour physical and motor development (learn to use the soap or how to use the toothbrush, and for the elder ones it implies the development of different body coordination levels ).

Snack In the course of the five hours the snack (prepared by the parents) will be given to the children. The  autonomy of eating will be experimented and the children will learn all the necessary movements and furthermore the correct oculo-manual coordination.
